Additional storage rooms in the building 
are available for rent from the Associa-
tion.  The rental rate varies and does not 
exceed $100 per month in any event. 
 
Owners are required to pay for the stor-
age room rental using Surepay, re-key the 
lock to the specification of the Associa-
tion and provide evidence of insurance 
naming the Association as additional in-
sured, all at the owner’s expense. 
 
These rooms are located on most floors 
of the building and the Association has a 
total of 67 rooms for rent.  Anyone wish-
ing to rent a room should contact the 
Resident Manager’s office to look at a 
room. 

VACATION RENTALS 

The local laws governing the use of multi-unit buildings in 
Hawaii prohibit “Transient Vacation Rentals”, except in zones 
specifically designated for that use.  Transient Vacation Rent-
als are defined as rentals in a multi-unit building to visitors 
over the course of one or more years, with the duration of 
occupancy less than thirty days for the transient occupant.  
Hawaiki Tower is not located in such a transient vacation 
rental zone.  
 
This means that apartments in Hawaiki Tower may not be 
rented for less than a one-month period. 
 
Hawaiki Tower complies with the state laws to enhance the 
experience of living at Hawaiki Tower and/or to protect and 
enhance the property values of the apartment owners of the 
AOAO of Hawaiki Tower, Inc. 
 
Please refrain from renting apartments for less than a one-
month period.

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VACATION RENTALS (cont’d) 

 ABANDONED PROPERTY 
Notice is hereby provided that all abandoned and un-
registered property will be donated, sold or otherwise 
disposed of according to the terms of the Bylaws Sec-
tion 14—Disposition of Unclaimed Possessions. 
 
This is particularly intended to address the quantity of 
unclaimed bicycles on the property and all “lost and 
found” items accumulated over the years. 
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FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS (FAQs) 
1.  Can Hawaiki Tower staff help me install or repair 
something in my apartment? 

Answer:  No.  Hawaiki Tower employment policies pro-
hibit staff members from working for residents in their 
apartments.  This applies to the time employees are on 
or off duty from their normal working hours at Hawaiki.  
Hawaiki Tower’s workers’ compensation and liability 
insurance do not protect the employee or the Associa-
tion when an employee works for an owner in an apart-
ment.   

 
 
2.  Where can I store things I don’t want in my apart-
ment? 

Answer:  Each apartment has designated storage lock-
ers at the front of their parking stalls.  Some apart-
ments have designated storage rooms assigned to 
them.  Personal property must be stored in these lock-
ers or rooms.  Bicycles must be stored in the bicycle 
racks on levels 1 and 2.  Surfboards may be stored in 

the surfboard storage room located on level 1.  The 
surfboard room is secure and may be accessed only 
with the assistance of Hawaiki Tower security officers.  

Additional storage rooms are available for rent from 
the Association.  Please visit the administrative office 
to inquire about the rooms or make arrangements to 
rent one. 

 
 
3.  How can I prevent kitchen odors from stinking up 
the corridor? 
 
Answer.  The hood fan above your stove-top has a 
charcoal filter specifically designed to trap and collect 
odors.  The more you cook and use the stove-top fan, 
the more frequently the charcoal filter needs replacing 
or cleaning.  The manufacturer recommends replacing 
it annually.  Replacements are available in the admin-
istrative office or at Appliance Parts, in Waipio Gentry 
or Kalihi.
